The 7th Annual Police on Bikes Conference-A Kickin’ Good Time
Nashville Police Department is host fo the biggest Police on Bikes Conference to date.

‘ ’ Jow! It just keeps getling bigger and better! We're
talking about the 7th Annual Police on Bikes Con-
terence. If you haven’t been to Nashville lately, 1it's
athriving little city, with high energy and booming country music
onevery corner. (Even if you're not a country music lover, you
can’t help but appreciale this distinet atmosphere.) Add aver
450 bicyele officers from around the globe to the mix, and you
have quite an exciting cvenl on your hands.

The participanis of this year’s conference came from the
Linited States, Canada, Panama and Australia, representing 134
police agencics, 19 colleges campuses, 7 park and reereation
depariments, 3 military installations, 2 emergency medical de-
partments, and | border pairol; we even had a couple of Secret
service officers! Thirly-three states were represented in all.
Large conlingencies came from Florida, Texas, [linois, Ohio
and Pennsylvania, and ol course from the good old state ol T'en-
nessee, bul we had officers from as [ar away as Alaska and
Hawail join us, too.

Detween the pre-conference certification courses and the
conlerence workshops, over thirly-eight informative and impar-
tant sessions were oflered. Among the new cntries Lo this year's
conlerence was a four day Emergency Medical Services Certi-
fication Coursc thal certified 12 participants lrom 7 states. EMS
on bikes is the newest way lo use a mountain bike for public
safety purposes. By all accounts EMS will be growing in popu-
larity over the next couple of years as emergency medical per-
sonnel recognize the advaniages of riding a bike through heavy
crowds and heavy traffic. TPMBA will be right there, training
this impartant contingent of  public safety personnel on bikes.

The conference always ends on a communily-orienied note,
and this year was no different as the Nashville P.D. invited lo-
cal children for a Saturday of fun, The kids came to examine
the department’s high-tech equipment (like the SWAL vehicle
and a police helicopter), parlicipate in a bike rodeo, and, as a
special treat [or the children, to pair up with i police officer and
ride throughout the park and the surrounding area. One officer
was spotted amusing a little girl by demonstrating for her how
o properly fall off a bike, while other otficers showed the kids

how to properly wear their helmets. Afierward, the ollicers com-
peted in the conference’s annual mountain bike competition, For
the third year in a row, our friends from “IDown Under” were on
the winning team (they're just winding down their riding scason,
s most of our officers are just gearing up Tor the summer — at
least that’s what we like to think!) Prives were awarded and rafMled
off_ and the conference ended with big smiles as all came logether
to pose and say, “l'scomal” — the sight ol next year's conference,
